The Cedarburg History Museum is
housed on the ground level of the
historic Hilgen-Schroeder mill store,
built in 1846 and restored and do-
nated to the Landmark Preservation
Society by Mal and Jill Hepburn. It
features rotating history exhibits,
the permanent Roger Christensen

General Store Museum Collection, a working
ice cream parlor and candy store, and rotating
exhibitions of the Cedarburg Cultural Center’s
Rappold-Dobberpuhl historic photograph
collection.
