	Code of Conduct Agreement

	Our vision at Revival School is to raise up catalysts and stewards of a national revival in Aotearoa, New Zealand that overflows to every nation. An integral part of the vision of raising up catalysts and stewards of revival is building a culture that reflects Heaven on Earth. In this atmosphere lives can be powerfully transformed by God. Therefore at Revival School it is essential that the staff and students all work together to build and maintain Heaven’s culture – whanau-nga-tanga.
One of the first things that students learn about at Revival School is how to build a culture that reflects Heaven on Earth, we call it whanau-nga-tanga. Whanau-nga-tanga is a Maori word that perfectly captures a heavenly concept. The concept of Divine Family. The best example of whanau-nga-tanga is the fellowship of the Trinity. Each member of the Trinity perfectly receives love and gives perfect expression to love. That is the heartbeat of Heaven.

At Revival School, we love building a culture of whanau-nga-tanga. But to do it well, we need everyone fully engaged in the dream, working together to bring Heaven to Earth in our culture. A foundational aspect of building whanau-nga-tanga is covenant relationship. We go into more depth around what this looks like when you arrive at Revival School, but to start with everyone must be willing to sign a code of conduct agreement. 

This agreement is designed to ensure that everyone in the culture feels safe. This sense of safety allows people to become vulnerable in relationships with people around them. Vulnerability produces intimacy and connection. As our sense of connection grows we begin to feel that we belong and that we are part of a strong, healthy family. In that context lives are transformed at an accelerated rate, people begin to thrive, dreams come alive, people begin to arise and shine in their destiny and calling. It is powerful to be a part of, amazing to watch and absolutely worth fighting for!
 Below is the Code of Conduct that serves as one of the foundation stones for building a culture of whanau-nga-tanga.
If at any time during Revival School you choose to break this Code of Conduct Agreement you are choosing to end your time at Revival School without reimbursment of fees. By signing this Code of Conduct Agreement you are affirming that you are aware that breaking this Code of Conduct Agreement could result in the immediate end of your time as a student at Revival School, without any reimbursement of fees. Breaches of the Code of Conduct Agreement will be discussed by staff and with the student involved before any final decisions are made on a students ability to complete the course. Please consider carefully if you are willing to commit to being a part of this life transforming culture of Heaven on Earth.

Signing this Code of Conduct Agreement demonstrates that you recognise the value of our culture and you are committed to participating in it and protecting it.
Relationship Policy 

At Revival School we highly discourage forming any romantic relationships during our Internships, Training Events or Mission Trips. We want you to make the most of your time at Revival School without the distraction of forming a romantic relationship. Forming a romantic relationship requires a large amount of time and emotional energy. You will need to focus your time and emotional energy on the transformational work that God is doing in your life during your Revival School Adventure.
However…
The most common places for Christians to meet future husbands or wives is at Christian events just like the events that Revival School runs. Romantic relationships are highly discouraged during Revival School, your main aim is to focus your time and energy on the passionate pursuit of God. However, if any students develop romantic attractions we would prefer to provide support, wisdom and pastoral care than have people trying to have secret relationships without the support, wisdom and pastoral care of the staff. If you are on a Missions Trip, it is our policy that all romantic relationships wait till after the Missions Trip has concluded.
In the event of a romantic relationship developing students will be required to talk to a staff member of their choosing before initiating any romantic relationship. Staff will provide students with support, wisdom and pastoral care, which will include a list of boundaries agreed to by the students. Breaking the boundaries established at the time will be considered a breach of the Code of Conduct Agreement. Secret romantic relationships will be considered a breach of the Code of Conduct Agreement. Refusing to agree to boundaries will also be considered a breach of the Code of Conduct Agreement. If you breach the Code of Conduct Agreement while on a Missions Trip you may be put on the next flight home at your own expense.
In signing the Code of Conduct Agreement you are agreeing to all conditions stated in the Relationship policy.
Code of Conduct Agreement:
I agree to make full payment of all fees associated with my Revival School Internship, Training Event or Missions Trip. 

I agree to follow the instructions of staff members.

I agree to respect staff and students by not using verbal put downs.

I agree to respect peoples personal property.  
I agree not to take any illegal drugs during my time with Revival School.

I agree not to transport or consume alcohol on any property where student accommodation is located.

I agree not to have any secret romantic relationships during Revival School.

I agree to notify a staff member before initiating any romantic relationships during my time with Revival School.

If it should happen that I become involved in a romantic relationship during Revival School I agree to maintain the boundaries established with a staff member at all times during Revival School.
